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2011 What A Year

The only way I know how to describe 2011 is to say “what a year”. 2011 marks my 14th year as
Executive Director and the 14th year of the Acts 1:8 program. Thanks Alabama for allowing me to
serve. This has been the most exciting and I believe most fruitful period of my ministry. Due to the
Acts program we are now fully funding two mission works, one in Mobile and one in Oxford. As an
outgrowth of the Acts program and included in the Acts program is a partnership with two coun-
tries, Russia and Mexico. In 2011 the local government in Tikhoretsk tried to shut down the church
camp Alabama helped to make possible. In the midst of tornado recovery, Acts budget shortfall and
a bad economy Alabama Free Will Baptists stepped up once again. The pressing need was for $14,400 and Alabama
gave $16,050. As a result 420 campers got to attend and 200 gave their hearts to Jesus. This year in Mexico Alabama
helped make possible the dedication of an office building and three churches. Due to our partnership with Mexico Free
Will Baptists we are a part of pioneering a mission in Cues de Palmas Altas. The first contact with evangelicals that this
remote river village had was in 2006 when Bud Bivens, Len Blanchard and others visited. Now over 50 have been
saved, land has been purchased and a church will soon be built there. The 2011 Alabama State Association got to hear a
giant in the faith. Many of our churches joined hands to make possible Mexico FWB Moderator Lazaro de la Rosa ad-
dressing this meeting. 2011 brought many other blessings but space is limited. However, I will mention one other. On
11/1/11 Ricky Vade Cash was born to Billy and Ashlee Cash in Mesa Arizona. This is our eighth grandchild. What a
year. What a life. Thanks and PTL. From Sally & I we wish you and yours a Merry Christmas.
